





RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF STOCK BROKERS, SUB-BROKERS AND CLIENTS

as prescribed by SEBI and Stock Exchanges

The client shall invest / trade in those securities /
contracts / other instruments admitted to dealings
on the Exchanges as defined in the Rules, Byelaws
and Regulations of Exchanges / Securities and
Exchange Board of India (SEBI) and circulars /
notices issued there under from time to time.

The stock broker, sub-broker and the client shall be
bound by all the Rules, Byelaws and Regulations of
the Exchange and circulars / notices issued there
under and Rules and Regulations of SEBI and
relevant notifications of Government authorities as
may be in force from time to time.

The client shall satisfy itself of the capacity of the
stock broker to deal in securities and/or deal in
derivatives contracts and wishes to execute its
orders through the stock broker and the client shall
from time to time continue to satisfy itself of such
capability of the stock broker before executing
orders through the stock broker.

The stock broker shall continuously satisfy itself
about the genuineness and financial soundness of
the client and investment objectives relevant to the
services to be provided.

The stock broker shall take steps to make the client
aware of the precise nature of the Stock broker’s
liability for business to be conducted, including any
limitations, the liability and the capacity in which the
stock broker acts.

The sub-broker shall provide necessary
assistance and co-operate with the stock broker in
allits dealings with the client(s).

CLIENT INFORMATION

The client shall furnish all such details in full as are
required by the stock broker in "Account Opening
Form” with supporting details, made mandatory by
stock exchanges / SEBI from time to time.

The client shall familiarize himself with all the
mandatory provisions in the Account Opening
documents. Any additional clauses or documents

specified by the stock broker shall be non-
mandatory, as per terms & conditions accepted by
the client.

The client shall immediately notify the stock broker
inwriting if there is any change in the information in
the ‘account opening form’ as provided at the time
of account opening and thereafter; including the
information on winding up petition / insolvency
petition or any litigation which may have material
bearing on his capacity. The client shall provide /
update the financial information to the stock broker
onaperiodic basis.

The stock broker and sub-broker shall maintain all
the details of the client as mentioned in the account
opening form or any other information pertaining to
the client, confidentially and that they shall not
disclose the same to any person / authority except
as required under any law / regulatory
requirements. Provided however that the stock
broker may so disclose information about his client
to any person or authority with the express
permission of the client.

The client shall pay applicable initial margins,
withholding margins, special margins or such other
margins as are considered necessary by the stock
broker or the Exchange or as may be directed by
SEBI from time to time as applicable to the
segment(s) in which the client trades. The stock
broker is permitted in its sole and absolute
discretion to collect additional margins (even
though not required by the Exchange, Clearing
House / Clearing Corporation or SEBI) and the
client shall be obliged to pay such margins within
the stipulated time.

The client understands that payment of margins by
the client does not necessarily imply complete
satisfaction of all dues. In spite of consistently
having paid margins, the client may, on the
settlement of its trade, be obliged to pay (or entitled
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to receive) such further sums as the contract may
dictate /require.

TRANSACTIONS AND SETTLEMENTS

The client shall give any order for buy or sell of a
security / derivatives contract in writing or in such
form or manner, as may be mutually agreed
between the client and the stock broker. The stock
broker shall ensure to place orders and execute the
trades of the client, only in the Unique Client Code
assigned to that client.

The stock broker shall inform the client and keep
him apprised about trading / settlement cycles,
delivery / payment schedules, any changes therein
from time to time, and it shall be the responsibility in
turn of the client to comply with such schedules /
procedures of the relevant stock exchange where
the trade is executed.

The stock broker shall ensure that the money /
securities deposited by the client shall be keptin a
separate account, distinct from his / its own
account or account of any other client and shall not
be used by the stock broker for himself / itself or for
any other client or for any purpose other than the
purposes mentioned in Rules, Regulations,
circulars, notices, guidelines of SEBI and / or
Rules, Regulations, Bye-laws, circulars and
notices of Exchange.

Where the Exchange(s) cancels trade(s) suo moto
all such trades including the trade(s) done on
behalf of the client shall ipso facto stand cancelled,
stock broker shall be entitled to cancel the
respective contract(s) with client(s).

The transactions executed on the Exchange are
subject to Rules, Byelaws and Regulations and
circulars / notices issued thereunder of the
Exchanges where the trade is executed and all
parties to such trade shall have submitted to the
jurisdiction of such court as may be specified by the
Byelaws and Regulations of the Exchanges where
the trade is executed for the purpose of giving
effect to the provisions of the Rules, Byelaws and
Regulations of the Exchanges and the circulars /
notices issued thereunder.

BROKERAGE

18.

The Client shall pay to the stock broker brokerage
and statutory levies as are prevailing from time to
time and as they apply to the Client's account,
transactions and to the services that stock broker
renders to the Client. The stock broker shall not
charge brokerage more than the maximum
brokerage permissible as per the rules, regulations
and bye-laws of the relevant stock exchanges
and/or rules and regulations of SEBI.

LIQUIDATION AND CLOSE OUT OF POSITION

(@) Without prejudice to the stock broker's other
rights (including the right to refer a matter to
arbitration), the client understands that the stock
broker shall be entitled to liquidate / close out all or
any of the client's positions for non-payment of
margins or other amounts, outstanding debts, etc.
and adjust the proceeds of such liquidation / close
out, if any, against the client's liabilities /
obligations. Any and all losses and financial
charges on account of such liquidation / closing-out
shall be charged to and borne by the client.

(b) The client understands that the securities
received in pay out and that have not been paid for
in full by the clients shall be considered as unpaid
securities. Unpaid securities shall be kept by
TM/CM in separate account named “client unpaid
securities account”. The client further understands
that the securities kept in the 'client unpaid
securities account' shall either be transferred to the
demat account of the respective client as per
Member's risk management policy in this regard or
shall be disposed off in the market by TM/CM within
five trading days after the pay-out. The unpaid
securities shall be sold from the Unique Client
Code (UCC) of the respective client. Profit/loss on
the sale transaction of the unpaid securities, if any,
shall be transferred to/adjusted from the respective
clientaccount.

In the event of death or insolvency of the client or
his/its otherwise becoming incapable of receiving
and paying for or delivering or transferring
securities which the client has ordered to be bought
or sold, stock broker may close out the transaction

of the client and claim losses, if any, against the
estate of the client. The client or his nominees,
successors, heirs and assignee shall be entitled to
any surplus which may result there from. The client
shall note that transfer of funds / securities in favor
of a Nominee shall be valid discharge by the stock
broker againstthe legal heir.

The stock broker shall bring to the notice of the
relevant Exchange the information about default in
payment / delivery and related aspects by a client.
In case where defaulting client is a corporate entity
| partnership / proprietary firm or any other artificial
legal entity, then the name(s) of Director(s) /
Promoter(s) / Partner(s) / Proprietor as the case
may be, shall also be communicated by the stock
broker to the relevant Exchange(s).

DISPUTE RESOLUTION

The stock broker shall provide the client with the
relevant contact details of the concerned
Exchanges and SEBI.

The stock broker shall co-operate in redressing
grievances of the client in respect of all
transactions routed through it and in removing
objections for bad delivery of shares, rectification
of bad delivery, etc.

The client and the stock broker shall refer any
claims and/or disputes with respect to deposits,
margin money, etc., to arbitration as per the Rules,
Byelaws and Regulations of the Exchanges where
the trade is executed and circulars / notices issued
thereunderas may be in force from time to time.

The stock broker shall ensure faster settlement of
any arbitration proceedings arising out of the
transactions entered into between him vis-a-vis the
client and he shall be liable to implement the
arbitration awards made in such proceedings.

The client / stock-broker understands that the
instructions issued by an authorised
representative for dispute resolution, if any, of the
client / stock-broker shall be binding on the client /
stock-broker in accordance with the letter
authorizing the said representative to deal on

behalf of the said client/ stock-broker.

TERMINATION OF RELATIONSHIP

This relationship between the stock broker and the
client shall be terminated; if the stock broker for any
reason ceases to be a member of the stock
exchange including cessation of membership by
reason of the stock broker's default, death,
resignation or expulsion or if the certificate is
cancelled by the Board.

The stock broker, sub-broker and the client shall be
entitled to terminate the relationship between them
without giving any reasons to the other party, after
giving notice in writing of not less than one month to
the other parties. Notwithstanding any such
termination, all rights, liabilities and obligations of
the parties arising out of or in respect of
transactions entered into prior to the termination of
this relationship shall continue to subsist and vest
in / be binding on the respective parties or his / its
respective heirs, executors, administrators, legal
representatives or successors, as the case may
be.

In the event of demise / insolvency of the sub-
broker or the cancellation of his / its registration
with the Board or / withdrawal of recognition of the
sub-broker by the stock exchange and / or
termination of the agreement with the sub broker
by the stock broker, for any reason whatsoever, the
client shall be informed of such termination and the
client shall be deemed to be the direct client of the
stock broker and all clauses in the ‘Rights and
Obligations’ document(s) governing the stock
broker, sub-broker and client shall continue to be in
force as itis, unless the client intimates to the stock
broker his/its intention to terminate their
relationship by giving a notice in writing of not less
than one month.

ADDITIONAL RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS

The stock broker shall ensure due protection to the
clientregarding client’s rights to dividends, rights or
bonus shares, etc. in respect of transactions routed
through it and it shall not do anything which is likely

to harm the interest of the client with whom and for
whom they may have had transactions in
securities.

The stock broker / stock broker and depository
participant shall not directly / indirectly compel the
clients to execute Power of Attorney (PoA) or
Demat Debit and Pledge Instruction (DDPI) or
deny services to the client if the client refuses to
execute PoAorDDPI.

The stock broker and client shall reconcile and
settle their accounts from time to time as per the
Rules, Regulations, Bye Laws, Circulars, Notices
and Guidelines issued by SEBI and the relevant
Exchanges where the trade is executed.

The stock broker shall issue a contract note to his
constituents for trades executed in such format as
may be prescribed by the Exchange from time to
time containing records of all transactions
including details of order number, trade number,
trade time, trade price, trade quantity, details of the
derivatives contract, client code, brokerage, all
charges levied etc. and with all other relevant
details as required therein to be filled in and issued
in such manner and within such time as prescribed
by the Exchange. The stock broker shall send
contract notes to the investors within one working
day of the execution of the trades in hard copy
and/or in electronic form using digital signature.

The stock broker shall make pay out of funds or
delivery of securities, as the case may be, to the
Client within one working day of receipt of the
payout from the relevant Exchange where the
trade is executed unless otherwise specified by the
client and subject to such terms and conditions as
may be prescribed by the relevant Exchange from
time to time where the trade is executed.

The stock broker shall send a complete “Statement
of Accounts’for both funds and securities in respect
of each of its clients in such periodicity and format
within such time, as may be prescribed by the
relevant Exchange, from time to time, where the
trade is executed. The Statement shall also state
that the client shall report errors, if any, in the

Statement within such time as may be prescribed
by the relevant Exchange from time to time where
the trade was executed, from the receipt thereof to
the Stock broker.

The stock broker shall send daily margin
statements to the clients. Daily Margin statement
should include, inter-alia, details of collateral
deposited, collateral utilized and collateral status
(available balance / due from client) with break up
in terms of cash, Fixed Deposit Receipts (FDRs),
Bank Guarantee and securities.

The Client shall ensure that it has the required legal
capacity to, and is authorised to, enter into the
relationship with stock broker and is capable of
performing his obligations and undertakings
hereunder. All actions required to be taken to
ensure compliance of all the transactions, which
the Client may enter into shall be completed by the
Client prior to such transaction being entered into.

ELECTRONIC CONTRACT NOTES (ECN)

In case, client opts to receive the contract note in
electronic form, he shall provide an appropriate
email id to the stock broker. The client shall
communicate to the stock broker any change in the
email-id through a physical letter. If the client has
opted for internet trading, the request for change of
email id may be made through the secured access
by way of client specific userid and password.

The stock broker shall ensure that all ECNs sent
through the email shall be digitally signed,
encrypted, non-tamper able and in compliance
with the provisions of the ITAct, 2000. In case, ECN
is sent through email as an attachment, the
attached file shall also be secured with the digital
signature, encrypted and non-tamperable.

The client shall note that non-receipt of bounced
mail notification by the stock broker shall amount to
delivery of the contract note at the email ID of the
client.

The stock broker shall retain ECN and
acknowledgment of the email in a soft and non-
tamperable form in the manner prescribed by the

exchange in compliance with the provisions of the
IT Act, 2000 and as per the extant rules /
regulations / circulars / guidelines issued by SEBI /
Stock Exchanges from time to time. The proof of
delivery i.e., log report generated by the system at
the time of sending the contract notes shall be
maintained by the stock broker for the specified
period under the extant regulations of SEBI / stock
exchanges. The log report shall provide the details
of the contract notes that are not delivered to the
client/emails rejected or bounced back. The stock
broker shall take all possible steps to ensure
receipt of notification of bounced mails by him at all
times within the stipulated time period under the
extantregulations of SEBI/ stock exchanges.

The stock broker shall continue to send contract
notes in the physical mode to such clients who do
not opt to receive the contract notes in the
electronic form. Wherever the ECNs have not been
delivered to the client or has been rejected
(bouncing of mails) by the e-mail ID of the client,
the stock broker shall send either a physical
contract note to the client or an ECN through
electronic instant messaging services within the
stipulated time under the extant regulations of
SEBI/stock exchanges and maintain the proof of
delivery of such physical contract notes.

In addition to the email communication of the ECNs
to the client, the stock broker shall simultaneously
publish the ECN on his designated web-site, if any,
ina secured way and enable relevant access to the
clients and for this purpose, shall allot a unique
user name and password to the client, with an
option to the client to save the contract note
electronically and/or take a print out of the same.

LAWAND JURISDICTION

In addition to the specific rights set out in this
document, the stock broker, sub-broker and the
client shall be entitled to exercise any other rights
which the stock broker or the client may have under
the Rules, Bye-laws and Regulations of the
Exchanges in which the client chooses to trade and
circulars / notices issued thereunder or Rules and
Regulations of SEBI.

The provisions of this document shall always be
subject to Government notifications, any rules,
regulations, guidelines and circulars / notices
issued by SEBI and Rules, Regulations and Bye
laws of the relevant stock exchanges, where the
trade is executed, that may be in force from time to
time.

The stock broker and the client shall abide by any
award passed by the Arbitrator(s) under the
Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996. However,
there is also a provision of appeal within the stock
exchanges, if either party is not satisfied with the
arbitration award.

Words and expressions which are used in this
document but which are not defined herein shall,
unless the context otherwise requires, have the
same meaning as assigned thereto in the Rules,
Byelaws and Regulations and circulars / notices
issued thereunder of the Exchanges / SEBI.

All additional voluntary clauses / document added
by the stock broker should not be in contravention
with rules / regulations / notices / circulars of
Exchanges/SEBI. Any changes in such voluntary
clauses / document(s) need to be preceded by a
notice of 15 days. Any changes in the rights and
obligations which are specified by Exchanges /
SEBI shall also be brought to the notice of the
clients.

Ifthe rights and obligations of the parties hereto are
altered by virtue of change in Rules and regulations
of SEBI or Bye-laws, Rules and Regulations of the
relevant stock Exchanges where the trade is
executed, such changes shall be deemed to have
been incorporated herein in modification of the
rights and obligations of the parties mentioned in
this document.



INTERNET & WIRELESS TECHNOLOGY BASED TRADING FACILITY PROVIDED BY STOCK
BROKERS/MEMBER TO CLIENT (All the clauses mentioned in the ‘Rights and Obligations’ document(s)

shall be applicable. Additionally, the clauses mentioned herein shall also be applicable.)

Stock Broker/Member is eligible for providing
Internet based trading (IBT) and securities /
commodities trading through the use of wireless
technology that shall include the use of devices such
as mobile phone, laptop with data card, etc. which
use Internet Protocol (IP). The Broker / Member shall
comply with all requirements applicable to internet
based trading / securities / commodities trading
using wireless technology as may be specified by
SEBI & the Exchanges from time to time.

The client is desirous of investing / trading in
securities / commodities and for this purpose, the
client is desirous of using either the internet based
trading facility or the facility for securities /
commodities trading through use of wireless
technology. The Stock Broker/Member shall provide
the Stock Broker's/Member IBT Service to the
Client, and the Client shall avail of the Stock
Broker’'s/Member IBT Service, on and subject to
SEBI / Exchanges Provisions and the terms and
conditions specified on the Stock Broker’s/Member
IBT Web Site provided that they are in line with the
norms prescribed by Exchanges / SEBI.

The Stock Broker/Member shall bring to the notice of
client the features, risks, responsibilities, obligations
and liabilities associated with securities /
commodities trading through wireless technology /
internet/ smart order routing or any other technology
should be brought to the notice of the client by the
Stock Broker/Member.

The Stock Broker/Member shall make the client
aware that the Stock Broker's/Member's IBT system
itself generates the initial password and its
password policy as stipulated in line with norms
prescribed by Exchanges/SEBI.

The Client shall be responsible for keeping the
Username and Password confidential and secure
and shall be solely responsible for all orders entered
and transactions done by any person whosoever
through the Stock Broker's/Member's IBT System
using the Client's Username and/or Password
whether or not such person was authorised to do so.
Also the client is aware that authentication
technologies and strict security measures are
required for the internet trading / securities /
commodities trading through wireless technology

through order routed system and undertakes to
ensure that the password of the client and / or his
authorised representative are not revealed to any
third party including employees and dealers of the
Stock Broker/Member.

The Client shall immediately notify the Stock
Broker/Member in writing if he forgets his password,
discovers security flaw in Stock Broker's/Member's
IBT System, discovers / suspects discrepancies /
unauthorised access through his username /
password / account with full details of such
unauthorised use, the date, the manner and the
transactions effected pursuant to such unauthorised
use, etc.

The Clientis fully aware of and understands the risks
associated with availing of a service for routing
orders over the internet / securities / commodities
trading through wireless technology and Client shall
be fully liable and responsible for any and all acts
done in the Client's Username / password in any
manner whatsoever.

The Stock Broker/Member shall send the order /
trade confirmation through email to the client at his
request. The client is aware that the order / trade
confirmation is also provided on the web portal. In
case client is trading using wireless technology, the
stock broker shall send the order / trade confirmation
onthe device of the client.

The client is aware that trading over the internet
involves many uncertain factors and complex
hardware, software, systems, communication lines,
peripherals, etc. are susceptible to interruptions and
dislocations. The Stock broker and the Exchange do
not make any representation or warranty that the
Stock Broker's/Member's IBT Service will be
available to the Client at all times without any
interruption.

The Client shall not have any claim against the
Exchange or the Stock Broker/Member on account
of any suspension, interruption, non-availability or
malfunctioning of the Stock broker’s IBT System or
Service or the Exchange’s service or systems or
non-execution of his orders due to any link / system
failure at the Client / Stock Broker/Member /
Exchange end for any reason beyond the control of
the stock broker / Exchanges.

The client shall satisfy himself of the capacity of
the Member to deal in commodities and/or deal in
derivatives contracts and wishes to execute its
orders through the Member and the client shall
from time to time continue to satisfy itself of such
capability of the Member before executing orders
through the Member.

The Member shall continuously satisfy itself

about the genuineness and financial soundness

of the clientand investment objectives relevant to
the services to be provided.

The Member shall take steps to make the client

aware of the precise nature of the Member’s

liability for business to be conducted, including
any limitations, the liability and the capacity in
which the Member acts.

Requirements of professional diligence

Provided however
that the Member may so disclose information
about his client to any person or authority with the
express permission of the client.

RIGHTS AND OBLIGATIONS OF BENEFICIAL OWNER AND DEPOSITORY PARTICIPANT
AS PRESCRIBED BY SEBI AND DEPOSITORIES

GENERAL CLAUSE

The Beneficial Owner and the Depository
participant (DP) shall be bound by the provisions
of the Depositories Act, 1996, SEBI (Depositories
and Participants) Regulations, 1996, Rules and
Regulations of Securities and Exchange Board of
India (SEBI), Circulars / Notifications / Guidelines
issued there under, Bye Laws and Business
Rules/Operating Instructions issued by the
Depositories and relevant notifications of
Government Authorities as may be in force from
time totime.

The DP shall open / activate demat account of a
beneficial owner in the depository system only
after receipt of complete Account opening form,
KYC and supporting documents as specified by
SEBIfromtime totime.

BENEFICIAL OWNER INFORMATION

3.

The DP shall maintain all the details of the
beneficial owner(s) as mentioned in the account
opening form, supporting documents submitted
by them and/or any other information pertaining to
the beneficial owner confidentially and shall not
disclose the same to any person except as
required by any statutory, legal or regulatory
authority in this regard.

The Beneficial Owner shall immediately notify the
DP in writing, if there is any change in details
provided in the account opening form as
submitted to the DP at the time of opening the
demat account or furnished to the DP from time to
time.

FEES/CHARGES / TARIFF

The Beneficial Owner shall pay such charges to
the DP for the purpose of holding and transfer of
securities in dematerialized form and for availing
depository services as may be agreed to from time
to time between the DP and the Beneficial Owner
as set out in the Tariff Sheet provided by the DP. It
may be informed to the Beneficial Owner that
"nocharges are payable for opening of demat
accounts”

In case of Basic Services Demat Accounts, the DP
shall adhere to the charge structure as laid down
under the relevant SEBI and / or Depository
circulars / directions / notifications issued from
time totime.

The DP shall open separate accounts in the name
of each of the beneficial owners and securities of
each beneficial owner shall be segregated and
shall not be mixed up with the securities of other
beneficial owners and / or DP’s own securities
held in dematerialized form.

The DP shall not facilitate the Beneficial Owner to
create or permitany pledge and/ or hypothecation
or any other interest or encumbrance over all or
any of such securities submitted for
dematerialization and / or held in demat account
except in the form and manner prescribed in the
Depositories Act, 1996, SEBI (Depositories and
Participants) Regulations, 1996 and Bye-Laws /
Operating Instructions/Business Rules of the
Depositories.

TRANSFER OF SECURITIES

The DP shall effect transfer to and from the demat
accounts of the Beneficial Owner only on the basis
of an order, instruction, direction or mandate duly
authorised by the Beneficial Owner and the DP
shall maintain the original documents and the
audittrail of such authorizations.

The DP may provide the services of issuing the
statement of demat accounts in an electronic
mode if the Beneficial Owner so desires. The DP
will furnish to the Beneficial Owner the statement
of demat accounts under its digital signature, as
governed under the Information Technology Act,
2000. However if the DP does not have the facility
of providing the statement of demat account in the
electronic mode, then the Participant shall be
obliged to forward the statement of demat
accounts in physical form.

In case of Basic Services Demat Accounts, the DP
shall send the transaction statements as
mandated by SEBI and / or Depository from time
totime.

MANNER OF CLOSURE OF DEMATACCOUNT

18.

The DP shall have the right to close the demat
account of the Beneficial Owner, for any reasons
whatsoever, provided the DP has given a notice in
writing of not less than thirty days to the Beneficial
Owner as well as to the Depository. Similarly, the

Beneficial Owner shall have the right to close his /
her demat account held with the DP provided no
charges are payable by him/herto the DP. In such
an event, the Beneficial Owner shall specify
whether the balances in their demat account
should be transferred to another demat account of
the Beneficial Owner held with another DP or to
rematerialize the security balances held.

DEFAULT IN PAYMENT OF CHARGES

In the derivatives market, the amount of margin is
small relative to the value of the derivatives
contract so the transactions are 'leveraged' or

'geared'. Derivatives trading, which is conducted
with a relatively small amount of margin, provides
the possibility of great profit or loss in comparison
with the margin amount. But transactions in
derivatives carry a high degree of risk.

You are
cautioned to note that although these
problems may be temporary in nature, but
when you have outstanding open positions or
unexecuted orders, these represent a risk
because of your obligations to settle all
executed transactions.

2. As far as Futures Commodity Derivatives

are concerned, please note and get
yourself acquainted with the following
additional features:-

a.

Effect of "Leverage” or "Gearing":

The amount of margin is small relative to the value
of the commodity derivatives contract so the
transactions are 'leveraged' or 'geared'.
Commodity Derivatives trading, which is
conducted with a relatively small amount of margin,

provides the possibility of great profit or loss in
comparison with the principal investment amount.
But transactions in commodity derivatives carry a
high degree of risk. You should therefore
completely understand the following statements
before actually trading in commodity derivatives
contracts and also trade with caution while taking
into account one's circumstances, financial
resources, etc.

Trading in Futures Commodity Derivatives
involves daily settlement of all positions. Every day
the open positions are marked to market based on
the closing price. If the closing price has moved
against you, you will be required to deposit the
amount of loss (notional) resulting from such
movement. This margin will have to be paid within a
stipulated time frame, generally before
commencement of trading on the next day.

If you fail to deposit the additional margin by the

deadline or if an outstanding debt occurs in your
account, the Member of the Exchange may
liquidate/square-up a part of or the whole position.
In this case, you will be liable for any losses
incurred due to such square-up/ Close Outs.

Under certain market conditions, an Investor may
find it difficult or impossible to execute the
transactions. For example, this situation can occur
due to factors such as illiquidity i.e. when there are
insufficient bids or offers or suspension of trading
due to price limit or circuit breakers etc.

Steps, such as, changes in the margin rate,
increase in the cash margin rate etc. may be
adopted in order to maintain market stability. These
new measures may be applied to the existing open
interests. In such conditions, you will be required to
putup additional margins or reduce your positions.

You must ask your Member of the Exchange to
provide the full details of the commodity derivatives
contracts you plan to trade i.e. the contract
specifications and the associated obligations.

Trading Through Wireless Technology Or
Any Other Technology:

Any additional provisions defining the features,
risks, responsibilities, obligations and liabilities
associated with commodities trading through

wireless technology or any other technology
should be brought to the notice of the client by the
member.

4. General

i. Deposited cash and property:

You should familiarize yourself with the protections
accorded to the money or other property you
deposit particularly in the event of a firm become
insolvent or bankrupt. The extent to which you may
recover your money or property may be governed
by specific legislation or local rules. In some
jurisdictions, property, which has been specifically
identifiable as your own, will be pro-rated in the
same manner as cash for purposes of distribution
in the event of a shortfall. In case of any dispute
with the Member of the Exchange, the same shalll
be subject to arbitration as per the Rules, Bye-laws
and Business Rules of the Exchange.

ii. Commission and other charges:

Before you begin to trade, you should obtain a clear
explanation of all commissions, fees and other
charges for which you will be liable. These charges
will affect your net profit (if any) or increase your
loss.

jii. For rights and obligations of the Members/
Authorised Persons/ clients, please refer to
Annexure 3

iv. The term ‘Constituent’ shall mean and include a
Client, a Customer or an Investor, who deals with a
member for the purpose of trading in the
commodity derivatives through the mechanism
provided by the Exchange.

v. The term ‘member’ shall mean and include a
Trading Member or a Member/Broker, who has
been admitted as such by the Exchange and gota
Registration number from Regulator.

5. Commodity Options Trading

A. Riskof Option holders:

i.  An option holder runs the risk of losing the entire
amount paid for the option in a relatively short
period of time. This risk reflects the nature of an
option as a wasting asset which becomes

worthless when it expires. An option holder who
neither sells his option in the secondary market nor
exercises it prior to its expiration will necessarily
lose his entire investment in the option. If the price
of the underlying does not change in the
anticipated direction before the option expires, to
an extent sufficient to cover the cost of the option,
the investor may lose all or a significant part of his
investmentin the option.

i. The Exchanges may impose exercise restrictions
and have absolute authority to restrict the exercise
of options at certain times in specified
circumstances.

B. Risks of Option Writers:

i.  Ifthe price movement of the underlying is notin the
anticipated direction, the option writer runs the
risks of losing substantial amount.

ii. ~The risk of being an option writer may be reduced
by the purchase of other options on the same
underlying interest and thereby assuming a spread
position or by acquiring other types of hedging
positions in the options markets or other markets.
However, even where the writer has assumed a
spread or other hedging position, the risks may still
be significant. A spread position is not necessarily
less risky than a simple 'long' or 'short' position.

ii. Transactions that involve buying and writing
multiple options in combination, or buying or writing
options in combination with buying or selling short
the underlying interests, present additional risks to
investors. Combination transactions, such as
option spreads, are more complex than buying or
writing a single option. And it should be further
noted that, as in any area of investing, a complexity
not well understood is, in itself, a risk factor. While
this is not to suggest that combination strategies
should not be considered, it is advisable, as is the
case with all investments in options, to consult with
someone who is experienced and knowledgeable
with respect to the risks and potential rewards of
combination transactions under various market
circumstances.



BEFORE YOU BEGIN TO TRADE

Ensure that you deal with and through only SEBI
registered intermediaries. You may check their
SEBI registration certificate number from the list
available on the Stock exchanges website
www.nseindia.com, www.bseindia.com,
www.msei.in and SEBI website www.sebi.gov.in.

Ensure that you fill the KYC form completely and
strike off the blank fields in the KYC form.

Ensure that you have read all the mandatory
documents viz. Rights and Obligations, Risk
Disclosure Document, Policy and Procedure
document of the stock broker.

Ensure to read, understand and then sign the
voluntary clauses, if any, agreed between you and
the stock broker. Note that the clauses as agreed
between you and the stock broker cannot be
changed without your consent.

Geta clearidea about all brokerage, commissions,
fees and other charges levied by the broker on you
for trading and the relevant provisions / guidelines
specified by SEBI/ Stock exchanges.

Obtain a copy of all the documents executed by
you from the stock broker free of charge.

In case you wish to execute Power of Attorney
(POA) / 'Demat Debit and Pledge Instruction'
(DDPI) in favour of the Stock broker, authorizing it
to operate your bank and demat account, please
refer to the guidelines issued by SEBI/ Exchanges
inthis regard.

TRANSACTIONS AND SETTLEMENTS

The stock broker may issue electronic contract
notes (ECN) if specifically authorised by you in
writing. You should provide your email id to the
stock broker for the same. Don't opt for ECN if you
are not familiar with computers.

Don’t share your internet trading account’s
password with anyone.

Make the payments by account payee cheque in
favour of the stock broker. Don’t issue cheques in
the name of sub-broker. Ensure that you have a
documentary proof of your payment/deposit of
securities with the stock broker, stating date, scrip,
quantity, towards which bank/ demat account such
money or securities deposited and from which
bank/demat account.

Note that facility of Trade Verification is available
on stock exchanges’ websites, where details of
trade as mentioned in the contract note may be
verified. Where trade details on the website do not
tally with the details mentioned in the contract note,
immediately get in touch with the Investors
Grievance Cell of the relevant Stock exchange.

In case you have given specific authorization for
maintaining running account for funds, payout of
funds, may not be made to you within one working
day from the receipt of payout from the Exchange.
Further, as you are aware that securities can be
accepted as collateral towards margin, securities
provided by the client towards margin collateral
shall be retained in client collateral/collateral
account of Stock Broker in accordance with
applicable regulatory provisions. Thus, the stock
broker shall maintain running account of funds for
you and release excess funds and securities (kept
in client collateral/ collateral of Broker) to you at the
time of running account settlement; subject to the
following conditions.

a) Such authorization from you shall be dated,
signed by you only and contains the clause
that you may revoke the same atany time.

b) The actual settlement of funds and securities
(lying in client collateral/ collateral of Broker)
shall be done by the stock broker, atleast once
in a calendar quarter or month, depending on
your preference. While settling the account,
the stock broker shall send to you a 'statement
of accounts' containing an extract from the

client ledger for funds and an extract from the
register of securities displaying all the receipts
| deliveries of funds and securities. The
statement shall also explain the retention of
funds and securities and the details of the
pledged shares, ifany.

c) On the date of settlement, the stock broker
may retain the requisite securities / funds
towards outstanding obligations and may also
retain the funds expected to be required to
meet derivatives margin obligations for next 5
trading days, calculated in the manner
specified by the regulator/exchanges. In
respect of cash market transactions, the stock
broker may retain entire pay-in obligation of
funds and securities due from clients as on
date of settlement and for next day's business,
he may retain funds / securities / margin to the
extent of value of transactions executed on the
day of such settlementin the cash market.

d) You need to bring any dispute arising from the
statement of account or settlement so made to
the notice of the stock broker in writing
preferably within 7 (seven) working days from
the date of receipt of funds / securities or
statement, as the case may be. In case of
dispute, refer the matter in writing to the
Investors Grievance Cell of the relevant Stock
exchanges withoutdelay.

In case you have not opted for maintaining running
account for funds and pay-out of funds is not
received on the next working day of the receipt of
payout from the exchanges or pay-out of securities
that has been paid in full by client, is not received
on the next working day of the receipt of pay-out
from the exchanges, please refer the matter to the
stock broker. In case there is dispute, ensure that
you lodge a complaint in writing immediately with
the Investors Grievance Cell of the relevant Stock
exchange.

Please register your mobile number and email id
with the stock broker, to receive trade confirmation
alerts / details of the transactions through SMS or

email, by the end of the trading day, from the stock
exchanges.

IN CASE OF TERMINATION OF TRADING

In case, a stock broker surrenders his
membership, is expelled from membership or
declared a defaulter; Stock exchanges gives a
public notice inviting claims relating to only the
"transactions executed on the trading system" of
Stock exchange, from the investors. Ensure that
you lodge a claim with the relevant Stock
exchanges within the stipulated period and with the
supporting documents.

. Familiarize yourself with the protection accorded to

the money and / or securities you may deposit with
your stock broker, particularly in the event of a
default or the stock broker’s insolvency or
bankruptcy and the extent to which you may
recover such money and / or securities may be
governed by the Bye-laws and Regulations of the
relevant Stock exchange where the trade was
executed and the scheme of the Investors’
Protection Fund in force from time to time.

Please note that the details of the arbitration
proceedings, penal action against the brokers and
investor complaints against the stock brokers are
displayed on the website of the relevant Stock
exchange.

In case your issue / problem / grievance is not
being sorted out by concerned stock broker/sub-
broker then you may take up the matter with the
concerned Stock exchange. If you are not satisfied
with the resolution of your complaint then you can
escalate the matter to SEBI.

Note that all the stock broker / sub-brokers have
been mandated by SEBI to designate an Email ID
of the grievance redressal division / compliance
officer exclusively for the purpose of registering
complaints.

Obtain receipt for collaterals deposited with the
Member towards margins.

1. REFUSAL OF ORDERS FORPENNY STOCKS

a.  The broker may from time to time limit (quantity /
value) / refuse orders in one or more securities due
to various reasons including market liquidity, value of
security (ies), the order being for securities which are
not in the permitted list of the broker / exchange(s) /
regulator. Provided further that broker may require
compulsory settlement / advance payment of
expected settlement value / delivery of securities for
settlement prior to acceptance / placement of
order(s) as well. The clientis aware that such refusal
or delay caused by limit imposed may result into
losses.

b.  The broker may require reconfirmation of orders,
which are larger than that specified by the broker's
risk management, and broker would have full
discretion to reject the execution of such orders

based onits risk perception.

2. SETTINGUPCLIENT'S EXPOSURE LIMITS AND
CONDITIONS UNDER WHICH A CLIENT MAY
NOT BE ALLOWED TO TAKE FURTHER

POSITION OR THE BROKER MAY CLOSE THE
EXISTING POSITION OF ACLIENT.

a.  The broker may from time to time impose and vary
limits on the orders that the client can place through
the broker's trading system (including exposure
limits, turnover limits, limits as to the number, value
and / or kind of securities in respect of which orders
can be placed etc.). The client is aware and agrees
that the broker may need to vary or reduce the limits
or impose new limits urgently on the basis of the
broker's risk perception and other factors
considered relevant by the broker including but not
limited to limits on account of exchange / regulatory
directions/ limits (such as broker level / market level
limits in security specific / volume specific exposures
etc.), and the broker may be unable to inform the
client of such variation, reduction or imposition in
advance. The client understands that under those
circumstances the orders of the client have to be in
accordance with revised parameters, which may
evenresultintoloss to the client.

b.  The client is not entitled to trade without adequate
margin / security and that it shall be his / her / its
responsibility to ascertain beforehand the margin /
security requirements for his / her / its orders / trades
/ deals and to ensure that the required margin /
security is made available to the broker in such form
and manner as may be required by the broker. If the
client's order is executed despite a shortfall in the

available margin, the client, shall, whether or not the
broker intimates such short fall in the margin to the
client, make up the shortfall suo moto immediately.

The client further agrees that he / she / it shall be
responsible for all orders (including any orders that
may be executed without the required margin in the
client's account) &/ or any claim / loss / damage
arising out of the non-availability / shortage of margin
/ security required by the broker &/ or exchange &/or
regulator.

c.  The broker is entitled to vary the form (i.e., the
replacement of the margin / security in one form with
the margin / security in any other form, say, in the
form of money instead of shares) &/or quantum &/or
percentage of the margin & / or security required to
be deposited / made available, fromtime to time. The
margin / security deposited by the client with the
broker are not eligible for any interest unless
specifically agreed to.

d.  The clientis aware that in the event of client dealing
on multiple exchanges / multiple segments of the
exchange, the broker may in order to meet client's
margin/ pay out obligation arising across segments/
exchanges include /appropriate any / all pay out of
funds &/ or securities towards margin/ security . The
broker may transfer funds & / or securities from his
account for one exchange &/ or one segment of the
exchange to his / her / its account for another
exchange & / or another segment of the same
exchange whenever applicable and found
necessary. The broker may treat/ adjust his / her / its
margin / security lying in one exchange & / or one
segment of the exchange / towards the margin /
security / pay in requirements of another exchange &
/ oranother segment of the exchange.

e.  The broker is entitled to disable / freeze the account
&/ or trading facility / any other service facility, if, the
broker has reasons to believe that the client has
committed a crime / fraud or has acted in
contradiction of this agreement or/is likely to evade /
violate any laws, rules, regulations, directions of a
lawful authority whether Indian or foreign or if the
broker so apprehends.

3. APPLICABLE BROKERAGE RATE

a.  Thebroker is entitled to charge brokerage within the
limits imposed by exchange which at present is as
under:

|. The maximum brokerage chargeable in relation to
trades effected in the securities admitted to dealings
on the Capital Market / Futures / Currency and
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Interest rate futures segment of the Exchange shall
be 2.5 % of the contract price exclusive of statutory
levies. It is hereby further clarified that where the
sale / purchase value of a share is Rs.10/- or less in
capital market segment, a maximum brokerage of 25
paise per share may be collected.

Brokerage for option contracts shall be charged on
the premium amount at which the option contract
was bought or sold and not on the strike price of the
option contract. It is hereby further clarified that
brokerage on options contracts shall not exceed
2.5% of the premium amount or Rs.100/- (per lot)
whicheveris higher.

The Client hereby unequivocally understands and
agrees that the Broker in its sole discretion can at
any time, with prior intimation to the Client, change
its tariff structure.

IMPOSITION OF PENALTY/DELAYED PAYMENT

CHARGES BY EITHER PARTY, SPECIFYING
THE RATE AND THE PERIOD.

Client should ensure full payment of all margins
including those on derivatives transactions and
should also not keep account in debit, in the event
any amounts are overdue from the client towards
trading or margin or on account of any other reason
the broker will charge upto 29.50% per annum to
client as delayed payment charges. As the cost of
funds to the broker varies depending on economic
conditions the rates shall be determined from time to
time and will be communicated through email, SMS,
web-site (CRN facility), periodic a/c and other
statements etc.

The client should notindulge in trading activity which
is against law, rules and regulations. Clients trading
activity should not be aimed at disturbing market
equilibrium or manipulating market prices etc. If the
client does so, the broker may keep in abeyance the
payout funds or securities till such time that the client
has been able to clearly demonstrate that his actions
were not malafide in any manner.

The broker may impose fines / penalties for any
orders/trades/ deals/actions of the client which are
contrary to this agreement / rules / regulations / bye
laws of the exchange or any other law for the time
being in force. Further where the broker has to pay
any fine or bear any punishment from any authority
in connection with / as a consequence of / in relation
to any of the orders / trades / deals / actions of the
client, the same shall be borne by the client. The
client agrees to pay to the broker brokerage,
commission, fees, all taxes, duties, levies imposed
by any authority including but not limited to the
exchanges (including any amount due on account of
reassessment / backlogs etc.), transaction

expenses, stamp duty, STT, Goods and Service Tax,
incidental expenses such as postage, courier etc. as
they apply from time to time to the client's account /
transactions / services that the client avails from the
broker.

In case of cheque issued by client to member is
dishonoured or in case of increase in margin on
account of change in hedge position by client/ expiry
of some leg(s) of the hedge positions, the penalty
levied by clearing corporations of short/non-
collection of upfront margins will be passed on to the
client.

5. POLICY ON CLIENT UNPAID SECURITIES

In case of clear balance in your trading account (for
cash segment), the shares purchased by you will be
transferred to your demat account on the settlement
day. Ifyou do not have a clear/settled balance in your
trading account, then Religare will sell off your
shares on T+2+ 5th trading days or as per Risk
Management System of Religare, whichever is
earlier. To avoid selling of shares, we request you to
maintain sufficient margin in your trading account.

If your securities are squared off due to ageing debit
(square off on T+2+5th trading day), then you will not
be able to buy the same scrip on the same day
unless the debit is cleared by maintaining a
clear/settled balance.

In case of risk squared off, shares lying in your demat
account will be considered for selling if you have
givena POA/DDPIin favour of Religare.

The unpaid securities will not be considered as
collateral for margin reporting in any of the derivative
segments.

6. THE RIGHT TO SELL CLIENT'S SECURITIES

GIVING NOTICE TO THE CLIENT, ON ACCOUNT
OF NON-PAYMENT OF CLIENT'S DUES (THIS
SHALL BE LIMITED TO THE EXTENT OF
SETTLEMENT/MARGIN OBLIGATION).

The broker maintains centralized banking and
securities handling processes and related banking
and depository accounts at designated place. The
client shall ensure timely availability of
funds/securities in designated form and manner at
designated time and in designated bank and
depository account(s) at designated place, for
meeting his / her / its pay in obligation of funds and
securities. The Client is aware that non-availability /

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short availability of funds / securities by the clientin
the designated account(s) of the broker for meeting
payin obligation of either funds or securities may
resultinto loss to the client. Further ifthe client gives
orders / trades in the anticipation of the required
securities being available subsequently for pay in
through anticipated pay out from the exchange or
through borrowings or any off market delivery(s) or
market delivery(s) and if such anticipated availability
does not materialize in actual availability of
securities / funds for pay in for any reason
whatsoever including but not limited to any delays /
shortages at the exchange or broker level etc the
same may also resultinto losses.

The client understands that the benefit of any bank
instrument deposited by the client towards his
margin / security / payin obligation may be given on
realization of the same. The broker will try to deposit
the instrument for clearing in its bank account on
best effort basis.

Where the margin / security is made available by
way of securities or any other permissible property,
the broker may decline its acceptance as margin /
security & / or to accept it at such reduced value as
the broker may deem fit by applying haircuts or by
valuing it by marking it to market or by any other
suitable method . The broker may cancel pending
orders and sell / close / liquidate all open positions /
securities / shares at the pre-defined square off time
or when Mark to Market (M-T-M) percentage
reaches or crosses stipulated margin percentage
mentioned on the website, whichever is earlier. The
broker may prescribes stipulated margin percentage
depending upon the market condition. The client is
aware that such sale / close out / square off may
resultintolosses.

In case open position (i.e. short/long) gets converted
into delivery due to non-square off because of any
reason whatsoever, the client will provide securities /
funds to fulfill the pay-in obligation failing which the
client will have to face auctions or internal close outs;
in addition to this the client will have to pay penalties
and charges levied by exchange in actual and
losses, ifany.

The broker is entitled to prescribe the date and time
by which the margin/ security is to be made available
and the broker may not be able to give benefit of the
same towards margin / security after such deadline
for margin / security expires.

OF INTERNAL NETTING OF TRADES:

The broker shall not be obliged to deliver any

i) Close-out settlement- In cases, where
participation in voluntary auction mechanism is
unsuccessful for any reasons whatsoever or
where voluntary auction procedure fails partially
to buy the short delivered securities in the
voluntary auction mechanism; the defaulting
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client shall be charged at higher of following for
such short delivered securities:

+ The highest traded price recorded in the scrip
across Exchanges from the trade day till the
auction day, or

+10% above the settlement price on the auction
day.

iii) Short delivered securities with corporate actions
- In case of short delivered securities having
corporate actions which cannot be auctioned on
cum basis or where the cum basis auction
payout is after the book closure / record date
would be compulsorily closed as per close-out
process mentioned above.

The short delivering / defaulting client shall be
charged 2% penalty/brokerage on the above
referred charged price arrived from voluntary
auction / Close-out settlement along with applicable
charges/statutory taxes/levies etc..

The securities received in voluntary auction and / or
charged price as applicable (except for penalty/
brokerage / charges / taxes / levies etc.) will be
transferred / credited to the buyer of the securities.

Broker reserves the right to change/modify its
internal shortage settlement procedure from time to
time as per the guidelines of Exchange/ Regulator.

8. TEMPORARILY SUSPENDING OR CLOSING A

CLIENT'S ACCOUNT AT THE CLIENT'S
REQUEST.

The client may request the broker to temporarily
suspend his account, broker may do so subject to
client accepting / adhering to conditions imposed by
broker including but not limited to settlement of
account and / or other obligation. The broker can
withhold the payouts of client and suspend his
trading account due to his surveillance action or
judicial or / and regulatory order / action requiring
client suspension.

9. DEREGISTERINGACLIENT

vi.  If the client being a partnership firm, has any steps
taken by the clientand/ or its partners for dissolution
of the partnership;

vii.  If the client have taken or suffered to be taken any

action for its reorganization, liquidation or
dissolution;

viii. If the client has made any material mis-
representation of facts, Including (without limitation)
inrelation to the Security;

ix. Ifthere is reasonable apprehension that the client is
unable to pay its debts or the client has admitted Its
inability to pay its debts, as they become payable;

X.  If the client suffers any adverse material change in
his / her /its financial position or defaults in any other
agreementwith the broker;

xi.  If the client is in breach of any term, condition or
covenantwith the broker.

Xii.  If any covenant or warranty of the client is incorrect
oruntrue inany material respect;

10. OTHER SIGNIFICANT POLICIES AND
PROCEDURES

a. Proprietary Trading
The broker does undertake proprietary trading.

b. Trading Related

i.  The relationship being established between the
client and the broker shall be that of principal and
agent and the broker shall be the agent of the client.
The clientis required to make independent enquiries
and satisfy himself that he is entitled to enter into the
broker client relationship with the broker in the
jurisdiction in which the client resides.

ii. — The broker recommends that client places orders in
writing and takes acknowledgement as per the
format available from the broker, so as to avoid any
future disputes. The client may also choose to place
orders verbally (by visiting the branch or through
telephone), through Email, SMSs and / or through
Internet based trading terminal which can be
provided to the client upon requirement of client.

However if client chooses to give
orders in aftermarket hours than upon specific
instruction of the client the broker may attempt to
enter them in the trading system on the next trading
day however it may notbe possible in allinstances to
doso.

Orders given by clientmay or may not resultin trades
and the client should continuously monitor the final
outcome of the order.

The clients are required to
proactively review their GTD orders and would be
responsible for taking the necessary steps to adjust
or cancel orders as necessary whenever there may
be the impact of corporate action on their order/s.

The
trading system will check for circuit restrictions and
the daily price range before sending them to
exchanges (after corporate action). Only orders that
fall within revised ranges will be permitted. Refer

Payment related

The broker may debit charges for other services
such as depository, charges on account of dishonour
of cheques, charges for issuance of demand drafts,
NEFT / RTGS, SMS charges, research report
charges, administrative charges-offline for offline
order on per executed order, minimum processing
fee charges etc. to the client's account.

The broker does not accept cash and in no event
should the client make any payments to the broker,
broker's employees, broker's sub-broker /
authorised persons and/or any agent of broker by
cash.

The Client shall forthwith cease trading and
inform the Broker in the event the Clientbecomes
ineligible to deal with the Broker on account of
any court, exchange orregulatory action.

The Broker shall be entitled to disseminate
information about defaults made by the Client to
third parties.

The Client shall not work as an Authorised
Person without prior written permission of the
Broker and only after seeking appropriate
registration with respective registering
authorities.

The Client shall also not deal through the Broker
on an exchange of which the Client himself is a
Broker, except with prior written permission from
relevant authority. The Client shall also not deal
through other Broker on an exchange of which
the Client himself is an Authorised Person,
exceptwith prior written permission from relevant
authority.

The Broker shall be entitled to maintain books of
accounts of the Client separately/collectively
across exchanges/segments of exchanges
and/or other services rendered by Broker to
Clients.

The records as provided by the Broker through
contract notes, bills, statement of accounts,
statement of margin etc. shall be the official
records to determine the obligations of Broker
and the Client. Printouts taken from trading
system or any such downloads etc. which are
taken by the Client from trading system may not
give the correct picture and therefore shall not be
the official record which bind the Broker and the
Client.

The Client shall upgrade to the newer versions of
trading software/back-office software etc. on
account of changes made by the Broker and/or
any other service provider like depositories/
Banks efc.

The existence of Broker Client relationship does
notimply that Broker is liable to provide each and
every service to the Client, and services may not
be provided in case the Client does not fulfill the
necessary conditions for the same.

Client is informed that any loss due to any
erroneous order entry / erroneous order
modification or otherwise may be entertained by
the Broker only to the extent of insurance claim
received.

The Client shall not, either acting alone or in
concert with others, directly or indirectly holds
and control excess number of permitted
contracts as fixed by exchange from time to time.
The Client shall not exercise a long or short
position , whereby Client would have either
acting alone or in concert with others , directly or
indirectly exercised in excess of permitted limits
as fixed by exchange from time to time.

The Broker provides electronic password
generation facility to its clients and the Client
understands that using this facility the Client can
generate / change password for his account. The
Client hereby agrees and accepts that the Broker
in no way shall be responsible for any delay in
receipt of password from the system. The Client
shall be solely responsible for maintaining
secrecy of the password, so generated/

changed, and the Broker in no way shall be
responsible for the misuse of the said password
by any person other than the Client / authorized
person of the Client.

2. Exposure and Margin Related

2.1

The Broker may from time to time impose and
vary limits on the orders that the Client can place
through the Broker's trading system (including
exposure limits, turnover limits, limits as to the
number, value and/or kind of commodities/
contracts in respect of which orders can be
placed etc.). The Clientis being made aware that
the Broker may need to vary or reduce the limits
or impose new limits urgently on the basis of the
Broker's risk perception and other factors
considered relevant by the Broker including but
not limited to limits on account of exchange/
regulatory directions/ limits (such as Broker level/
market level limits in commodity specific / volume
specific exposures etc.), and the Broker may be
unable to inform the Client of such variation,
reduction or imposition in advance. The Client is
being made aware that under such
circumstances the orders of the Client have to be
in accordance with revised parameters, which
may even resultintoloss to the Client.

2.2 The Client is not entitled to trade without

adequate margin / security and that it shall be
Client'sresponsibility to ascertain beforehand the
margin / security requirements for Client'sorders
/ trades /deals and to ensure that the required
margin / security is made available to the Broker
in such form and manner as may be required by
the Broker. If the Client's order is executed
despite a shortfall in the available margin, the
Client shall make up the shortfall suomoto
immediately. The Client is further informed that
Client shall be responsible for all orders
(including any orders that may be executed
without the required margin in the Client's
account) &/ or any claim / loss/ damage arising
out of the non-availability /shortage of margin /
security required by the Broker& / or exchange
&/orregulator.

2.3 The Broker is entitled to vary the form (i.e., the

replacement of the margin / security in one form

with the margin/ security in any other form, say, in

the form of money instead of bank

guarantee/shares) &/or quantum &/or

percentage of the margin & / or security required
to be deposited / made available, from time to
time. The margin / security deposited by the
Client with the Broker are not eligible for any
interest unless specifically agreed to.

2.4  The Broker is entitled to include /appropriate any
/all pay out of funds & / or commodities towards
margin/ security.

2.5 Asameasure of risk containment the Broker may
subject, orders of the Client to prior risk control
assessment (such as checking availability of
margin) before allowing the same to go into the
trading system.

2.6 The Client is informed that the Broker may elect
to communicate / advise from time to time the
parameters for the calculation of the margin /
security requirements as rate(s) / percentages(s)
of the dealings, through any one or more means
or methods as described / prescribed and once
parameters for margin / security requirements
are so communicated , the Client shall monitor
Client‘sposition (dealings / trades and valuation
of contracts / commodity) on Client'sown and
provide the required / deficit margin / security
forthwith as required from time to time whether or
not any margin call or such other separate
communication to that effect is sent by the Broker
to the Client&/or whether or not such
communication is received by the Client.

2.7 Payment of margins by the Client does not
necessarily imply complete satisfaction of all
dues. In spite of consistently having paid
margins, the Client may, on the closing of its
trade, be obliged to pay (or entitled to receive)
such further sums as the contract may
dictate/require.

2.8  Where the Client chooses to clear his trades
through Professional Clearing Broker (PCM) ,
then the Broker shall revert such trades as are
not confirmed by the PCM to the Client who shall
be then liable to not only pay all the margins on
the same but to also settle the trading obligation.

3. CorporateAction

3.1 If Client has kept securities in Broker's
margin account for use as margin, the Client
should continuously monitor if any corporate
benefits are proposed/ offered by the issuer
company(ies) of such securities and get the

securities transferred to his personal demat
account to receive the corporate benefits, the
Broker shall not be required to make the
applications for proposed/ offered corporate
action/ benefits Broker, in exceptional
circumstances, upon specific written request,
may attempt to seek corporate benefits for and
on behalf of the Client while keeping the custody
of securities with its own self; however the same
shall be without any warranty/guarantee that the
corporate benefits shall be received. The Client
shall also provide funds and application etc. well
in time to allow the Broker to take necessary
action.

3.2 Where any corporate benefits come into the
Broker's account, upon any written request /
agreed settlement procedures the same shall be
held as part of existing margin/collateral, and
shall be released to the Client upon written
request/ as required under applicable regulatory
requirements.

3.3 The Client understands that Broker advises and
recommends that Client should take buy / sell
positions in contracts with prior payment to
Broker of the full settlement / expiration price of
the contract. However, Client may choose, with
attendant risks, to enter into contracts with
payment of various margins and up front
amounts payable.

4. Paymentand Settlement Related

4.1 The Broker may debit charges for other services
such as depository, charges on account of
dishonour of cheques (but shall have the right to
proceed under law against the Client for dishonor
as well) , charges for issuance of demand drafts,
NEFT/RTGS, SMS charges, research report
charges, administrative charges-offline for offline
order on per executed order, minimum
processing fee charges etc. to the Client's
account.

4.2  The Broker does not accept cash and in no event
should the Client make any payments to the
Broker, Broker's employees, Broker's Authorised
Persons and/or any agent of Broker by cash.

4.3  The Client must make payments from his own
bank account through a bank instrument/
banking channel. The Broker may demand a
proof that the payments are being made by the

Client from his own account without which the
Broker may not give credit to the Client.

PAYMENT BY THE CLIENT SHOULD BE MADE

The Client should never leave any blank
instrument(s) such as cheques / depository
instruction slips (DIS) etc. with Broker or Broker's
employees, Broker's Authorised Persons and/or
any agent of Broker, so as to disallow any mis-
use, delayed banking etc.

Broker shall not be responsible for any claim/
loss/ damage arising out of quality variation or
any delay in physical handover of delivery by
exchange/ exchange accredited warehouses
against purchase obligation of the Client.

Client should ensure full payment of all margins
including those on derivatives transactions and
should also not keep account in debit, in the
event any amounts are overdue from the client
towards trading or margin or on account of any
other reason the broker will charge upto 29.50%
perannum to client as delayed payment charges.
As the cost of funds to the broker varies
depending on economic conditions the rates
shall be determined from time to time and will be
communicated through email, SMS, web-site
(Online Login), periodic a/c and other statements
etc.

The Client should not indulge in trading activity
which is against law, rules and regulations.
Clients trading activity should not be aimed at
disturbing market equilibrium or manipulating
market prices etc. If the Client does so, the
Broker may keep in abeyance the payout funds
or commodities till such time that the Client has
been able to clearly demonstrate that his actions
were not malafide in any manner.

The Broker may impose fines / penalties etc. for
any orders / trades / deals / actions of the Client
which are contrary to this document / rules /

where the Broker has to pay any fine or bear any
punishment from any authority in connection with

commission, fees, and all taxes, duties, levies
imposed by any other authority including but not
limited to the exchanges (including any amount
due on account of reassessment / backlogs etc.),
transaction expenses, stamp duty, and goods
and service tax (GST), incidental expenses such
as postage, courier etc. as they apply from time to
time to the Client's account / transactions /
services that the Client avails from the Broker.

The Client shall submit the delivery as per
contract specification for all sale obligation(s)
within designated dead lines specified by the
Broker, in case of any default/delay in delivery,
any penalty / losses imposed by exchange/
clearing corporation/ regulatory body including
incidental costs will be borne by Clientitself.

Subject to regulatory changes, all contracts
culminating in delivery (which are not squared off
and information for giving and taking delivery is
given by the Clients) would be transaction for
purchase and sales between the Clients inter-se
and the Clients would be personally liable to
each other though the contract and relationships
are governed and regulated by the Bye Laws,
Rules and Regulations of the Exchange.

Client shall be required to have Client's duly
authorised agent to carry the work for effecting /
taking the deliveries, if they do arise. Client is
cautioned that if Client fails to advise the Broker
in advance (number of days advance notice to
vary as per requirements of exchange / contract
[Broker) in writing the details of the agent who
shall undertake the relevant activities, related to
any delivery receipt/ transfer out, lifting of
delivery, for and on behalf of the Client, the
Broker shall stand authorised to appoint an agent
on Client's behalf. Broker shall not be
responsible for any acts of omission /
commission or deficiencies of the services of the
person who is appointed as agent for the Client.
Clientis informed that agent appointed by Broker

shall be Client's direct agent and not a sub-agent
of Broker and Client shall be directly responsible
for all acts of omission and commission of the
agentappointed for and on behalf of the Client by
the Broker. Client shall confirm the acts of agent
appointed by Broker and shall bear any & all
losses which may occur on account of action
taken/ omitted to be taken by said agent. Clientis
informed that all charges, cost, levies and taxes
etc associated with or incidental to the deliveries
including cost/fee/ charges of agent appointed
for and on behalf of the Client by the Broker shall
be fully borne by Client alone.

To avoid disputes regarding delivery (date / time
etc.) of any request/ information to the Broker itis
advised to the Client that all requests shall be
submitted by Client in writing well in advance,
and the Client shall ensure to take due receipt of
each request on the photocopy/ carbon copy of
such request from the manager and one more
officer of relevant branch/ office of the Broker
along with company stamp. Client is further
informed that due to operational reasons, action
on the Client's request by the Broker may not be
immediate but are likely to take reasonable time,
and shall be subject to other factors which
disallow action upon the request being made,
without limitation and as illustration existing debit
balances, open exposures etc. may disallow
action by Broker on payout requests.

Electronic Payment Gateway for Net Banking
Services: The Broker may provide on its website,
without additional cost to the Client, access to
Electronic Payment Gateways provided by
various banks for facilitating transfer of funds
from the Client’s bank account to the trading
account of the Client with the Broker. The Client
understands and accepts that the Broker is only
providing access to the electronic fund transfer
facility provided by the banker of the Client
through the Broker's website by means of an
interface and the Broker is not liable or
responsible for the proper functioning or
otherwise of the Gateway or for any transaction
errors, losses, malfunctioning or hacking of the
system by unscrupulous elements, frauds,
and/or any incidental or consequential claims
arising therefrom, the Client undertakes not to
make the Broker a party to any litigation, claim,

dispute, difference or complaint that the Client
may initiate in respect of, arising out of or in
connection with any transactions on the Payment
Gateway and agrees that the Broker’s liability
shall at all time be limited to the amount actually
received in its account by electronic transfer from
the Client's account with the Bank.

416 Remit Funds payout electronically into client’s

bank account: Notwithstanding anything
contained in this document and without prejudice
to the rights and obligations of the parties interse,
the Client, hereby agrees and authorizes the
Broker to transfer funds due for payment to the
Client through Net Banking / EFT/RTGS / NEFT
for the credit of designated bank account(s) of the
Client details of which are given by it to the
Broker.

The Broker reserves the right to reject
request of the Client for electronic fund transfer or
to discontinue the facility without assigning any
reason. The Client also understands and agrees
that the Broker shall not be responsible for any
delay/ failure in transmission of electronic payout
of funds due to any reason whatsoever and
undertakes to not hold the Broker liable in this
regard.

5. Clearing & Settlement

The Broker maintains centralized banking and
commodities handling processes and related
banking and depository accounts at designated
place. The Client shall ensure timely availability
of funds/commodities in designated form and
manner at designated time and in designated
bank and depository account(s) at designated
place, for meeting Client's pay in obligation of
funds and commodities. The Clientis being made
aware that non-availability / short availability of
funds / commodities by the Client in the
designated account(s) of the Broker for meeting
pay in obligation of either funds or commodities

may result into loss to the Client. Further, if the
Client gives orders / trades in the anticipation of
the required commodities being available
subsequently for pay in through anticipated pay
out from the exchange or through borrowings or
any off market delivery(s) or market delivery(s)
and if such anticipated availability does not
materialize in actual availability of commodities /
funds for pay in for any reason whatsoever
including but not limited to any delays / shortages
at the exchange or Broker level etc., the same
may also resultinto losses to the Client.

The benefit of any bank instrument deposited by
the Client towards his margin /security / pay in
obligation may be given only on realization of the
same from bank and its accounting in books of
accounts of the Broker.

Where the margin /security is made available by
way of commodities or any other permissible
property, the Broker may decline its acceptance
as margin / security & / or to accept it at such
reduced value as the Broker may deem fit by
applying haircuts or by valuing it by marking it to
market or by any other suitable method. The
Broker may cancel pending orders and to
sell/close/liquidate all open positions/
commodities/ shares at the pre-defined square
off time or when Mark to Market (M-T-M)
percentage reaches or crosses stipulated margin
percentage, whichever is earlier. The Broker may
prescribe/change stipulated margin percentage
depending upon exchange / regulatory
requirements and/or changes in the market
conditions etc. The Client is made aware aware
that such sale/ close out / square off may result
into losses.

In case open position (short/long) gets converted
into delivery due to non-square off because of
any reason whatsoever, the Client will provide
commodities/funds to fulfill the pay-in obligation
failing which the Client will have to face auctions
orinternal close outs; in addition to this the Client
will have to pay penalties and charges levied by
exchangein actual and losses, ifany.

The Broker is entitled to prescribe the date and
time by which the margin / security is to be made
available and the Broker may not be able to give
benefit of the same towards margin / security
after such deadline for margin/security expires.

In the event of Client not adhereing to exchange,
regulatory and / or Broker prescribed norms /
requirements including those of maintenance of
margin, timely pay-in etc. the Broker shall have
the right without any further notice or
communication to the Client to take any one or
more of the following steps:

b.  To withhold /disable the trading / dealing
facility to the Client.

c.  Toliquidate one or more commodity(s) of
the Client by selling the same at market
rate in such. Itis informed to the Client that
commodities here include commodities
which are pending delivery/receipt.

d.  Toliquidate / square off partially or fully the
position of sale & / or purchase in any one
or more commodities / contracts in such
manner and at market rate.

e.  Totake any other steps which in the given
circumstances, the Broker may deem fit.

The Client understands that due to steps
enumerated herein above, Client may incur loss.
Hence, Client shall ensure availability of
funds/security in designated account(s) of the
Broker by deadline defined.

The Client hereby authorizes the Broker to take
all such steps on the Client's behalf as may be
required or deemed necessary by Broker for
compliance with the exchange provisions or any
other law or provisions or to complete or settle
any transactions entered into through or with the
Broker or executed by the Broker on behalf of the
Client. Though the Broker may take such steps,
however the primary responsibility to adhere to
Laws, Rules, Regulations, Circulars and pay-in
requirements etc. shall always be of the Client
only.

Clientis hereby advised that Broker may mark to
market Client's open positions / contracts on real
time basis and if the available clear balances in
the account of the Client are not sufficient to meet
the real time sum total of amount(s) required
towards margins and any other demands by
Broker&/or exchanges (including real time mark
to market margin) even though not posted in the
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running account [as the posting is not done on
real time basis], then the Broker may square off /
close out / dispose off any or all open
positions/contracts/available collaterals of the
Client. Given the dynamics of market, Broker is
not likely to be able to give prior information/
notice to the Client before carrying out the actions
as required. Clients advised that such actions
may entail some losses etc. to Client’s Account.
Hence client should monitor his trading and
disallow any such eventuality.

5.8 In case Client has made any purchase and the
delivery of the same falls short inter-Client at the
Broker level, the Broker( if Broker deems fit)
make purchases of the same in the market to
make available the said delivery(ies) to receiving
Client.

5.9 Incase Client has made any sale and due to any
exigencies Clientis unable to make available the
delivery of the same in the designated account
within the designated time and it is an inter Client
delivery at Broker level, the Broker( if deemed fit)
may make purchases of the same in the market
on Client's behalf to make available the delivery
to the opposite party.

6. Sales Tax and other Registrations

6.1 Clients who intend receiving/giving delivery
should ensure that they have all the proper local
registration numbers/documents such as sales
tax registration etc. on or before the settlement of
the delivery. Deliveries given / received by
Clients who are not registered as per the
applicable laws and guidelines or whose
registration is not valid on the date of settlement/
delivery may not be liable to collect the sales tax/
any other tax if applicable from Buyers. Further
the seller may be obliged to collect any
appropriate monetary compensation demanded
by the APMC /other authorities/ sales tax
department due to the unregistered status of
Client.

Laws may
provide for levy of additional tax, turnover tax,
resale tax, etc. which may or may not be
recoverable from the buyer depending on the
provisions of the local State sales tax / any other
applicable law and Broker will not be responsible
forthe same.

6.4 ltis obligatory on the part of the registered seller
to collect the sales tax from the buyer and file the
returns as per the defined procedure of the
relevantlocal sales tax laws.

Deregistering / Suspending a Client and

Termination of relationship

7.1 The Broker may suspend the account of Client
with immediate effect and if need be de - register
fterminate the Client in any of the following
circumstances:

a.  Ifthe actions of the Client are prima facie
illegal / improper or such as to manipulate
the price of any commodities or disturb the
normal /proper functioning of the market,
either alone or in conjunction with others,
in such eventuality the Client
acknowledges that the Broker reserves
the right to keep in abeyance the payout/
delivery of funds /securities or any other
assets to Client as may be deemed fit by
the Broker depending upon the gravity of
the violation or/and through trades done
by/on behalf of the Client considered as
prima facie illegal / improper by the Broker
| the relevant exchange(s) / regulators(s).
The Client further understands and
accepts that the Broker may levy penalty
for trades done by / on behalf of the Client
which are considered prima facie illegal /
improper by the Broker / the relevant
exchange(s) / regulator(s), as may be
deemed fit by the relevant exchange(s) /
regulator(s)/Broker.

b.  If there is any commencement of a legal
process against the Clientunder any law in
force;

c.  On the death/lunacy or other disability of
the Client;
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d. If a receiver, administrator or liquidator has
been appointed or allowed to be appointed
of all or any part of the undertaking of the
Client;

e.  Ifthe Clienthas voluntarily or compulsorily
become the subject of proceedings under
any bankruptcy or insolvency law or being
a company, goes into liquidation or has a
receiver appointed in respect of its assets
or refers itself to the Board for Industrial
and Financial Reconstruction or under any
other law providing protection as a relief
undertaking;

f. If the Client being a partnership firm, has
any steps taken by the Client and/ or its
partners for dissolution of the partnership;

g. Ifthe Client have taken or suffered to be
taken any action for its reorganization,
liquidation or dissolution;

h.  If the Client has made any material
misrepresentation of facts, Including
(without limitation) In relation to the
security;

If there is reasonable apprehension that
the Client is unable to pay its debts or the
Client has admitted Its Inability to pay its
debts, as they become payable;

J. If the Client suffers any adverse material

change in his / her/ its financial position or
defaults in any other agreement with the
Broker;

k. If the Client is in breach of any term,
condition or covenant with the Broker.

l. If any covenant or warranty of the Clientis
incorrector untrue in any material respect;

m.  Client causes nuisance and disruption in
the functioning of the Broker.

Information about default by a Client may be
brought to the notice of third parties including but
not limited to trade associations, the relevant
exchange(s) &/or legal / regulatory authorities. In
case where defaulting Client is a corporate
entity/partnership/ proprietary firm or any other
artificial legal entity, then the name(s) of
director(s)/ promoter(s)/ partner(s)/ proprietor as
the case may be, may also be communicated by
the Broker.

The Client may request the Broker to temporarily
suspend his account, Broker may do so subject
to Client accepting / adhering to conditions which
may be including but not limited to prior
settlement of account and/ or other obligation.

Other significant policies and procedures

Proprietary Trading: The broker does undertake
proprietary trading.

The Client is hereby advised to use the facilities,
data and information which is provided by the
Broker or which may become available to the
Client as a result of Client's relationship with the
Broker purely for purposes permitted by the
Broker and only for personal use and should
never disseminate any information or data for
any reason or purposes whatsoever except
under a written authority signed by a director of
the Broker. It is advised to the Client that all
intellectual properties (IP) in any such

information / data shall remain with the Broker
and / or exchange and /or relevant service /
information provider and Client shall not remove
any IP markers etc. from any documents/
information received.

The Client is informed that his /her/ its utilization
of any other service / facility from Broker, shall to
the extent possible be covered by the terms &
conditions of this document.

The Clientis informed that all assets of the Client
(including but not limited to monies/ securities or
any other property) which the Broker may hold on
Client's account shall be held subject to a
general lien for the discharge of Client's
obligations to the Broker. Client s further advised
neither to close any account where such assets
are kept including but not limited to bank and/ or

Policy Framework for voluntary freezing/blocking the online access of trading account for clients
(Annexure to Risk Management Policy)

INTRODUCTION

In order to enhance the ease of doing business and ease of doing investments for investors and to
enhance protection of investors from suspicious activities; SEBI, has vide its circular ref. No.
SEBI/HO/MIRSD/POD-1/P/CIR/2024/4 dated January 12, 2024 has mandated that a framework shall be
laid down by stock exchanges for Trading Members to provide the facility of voluntary freezing/blocking
the online access of the trading account to their clients. Accordingly, stock exchanges has issued circulars
providing a framework for trading members for the facility of voluntary freezing/blocking the online access
of the trading account for clients.

In accordance with the above, Trading Members are required to frame a policy in line with the exchange
prescribed framework, which shall be part of the trading member’s Risk Management Policy and shall be
displayed on its website along with the process and mode(s) through which the client can place the
request to freeze / block & unfreeze / unblock the trading account along with the timelines that will be
followed by the trading members for the same.

SCOPE AND APPLICABILITY

A.  Trading Members providing internet based trading/ mobile trading/ other online access for trading
are required to make available to the clients at least two modes of the following communications
through which the client may request for voluntary freezing/ blocking the online access of trading
account if any suspicious activity is observed in the trading account; -

a) Email from registered e-mail ID
b) SMS from registered mobile number

c) IVR/tele calling

d) Chatbot

e) Trading Member’s App / website

f) Any other legally verifiable mechanism

The policy shall be applicable with effect from July 01, 2024.

The policy shall be provided to new onboarded clients as part of account opening kit with effect
from applicable date, July 01, 2024.

It shall be communicated to all existing clients via email or any other suitable mechanism which can
be preserved by July 01, 2024. In case, communication gets bounced/undelivered, the same shall
be communicated through alternate channels to such clients. Other suitable mechanism may
include physical delivery/SMS/electronic instant messaging services after adhering with the
safeguards prescribed on Issuance of Electronic Contract Notes (ECN) through SMS/electronic
instant messaging services.

Mode of receipt of request for freezing/blocking the trading Alc:

Following modes shall be provided by company for receipt of request for freezing/blocking the clients
trading A/c:




An e-mail ID stoptrade@religare.com shall be is provided to clients for this purpose, the said email
ID shall be dedicated for receipt of communication for voluntary freezing/ blocking of the online
access of the clients’ trading account.

IVR/Tele calling on 1860-25-88888: An option shall be provided to clients wherein they can call in
on IVR Platform / Wecare team of company to place request for freezing/blocking their trading Alc.

Procedure to be followed on receipt of request for freezing/blocking the trading Alc.:

On receipt of request from clients through any of the prescribed modes of communications; for
freezing/blocking of the online access of the trading account from the client:

a.

Company shall validate that the request is received from a registered client as per and issue an
acknowledgement as well as freeze/block the online access of the client's trading account and
simultaneously cancel all the pending orders of the said client.

b. (i) To validate that the request for freezing/blocking of the online access of the trading account is

received from the respective client; company shall verify, whether request is received from the
registered e-mail Id of the client; and wherever request is received from other than registered email
Id of the client, company shall authenticate the client with 2 Factor Authentication.

To validate the request received on IVR / tele calling desk; company shall verify the client by
authenticating that request is received from registered mobile no. of client and with 2 Factor
Authentication.

The timelines for freezing/ blocking of the online access of the clients’ trading account is as under:

Scenario Timelines for issuing acknowledgement as
well as freezing / blocking of the online
access of the trading account.

Request received during the trading hours and | Within 15 minutes
within 15 minutes before the start of trading.

Request received after the trading hours and 15 |Before the start of next trading session
minutes before the start of trading.

Post freezing/blocking the client’s trading account, company shall send a communication on the
registered mobile number and registered e-mail ID of the client, stating that the online access to the
trading account has been frozen/blocked and all the pending orders in the client’s trading account,
if any, have been cancelled along with the process of re-enablement for getting the online access
to the trading account.

Company shall also communicate / provide the details of open positions of client (if any) alongwith
contract expiry information within one hour from the freezing/blocking of the trading account.

Company shall maintain the appropriate records/logs including, but not limited to, request received
to freeze/block the online access of trading account, confirmation given for freezing/blocking of the
online access of the trading account and cancellation of pending orders, if any, sent to the clients.
In case of failure of in freezing/ blocking the online access within the prescribed timelines, there is a
risk that company may be held responsible for any trades executed from the time of receipt of such
request till such time the online access is blocked / frozen.



Re-enabling the client for online access of the trading account: -

Company shall re-enable the online access of trading account after carrying out necessary due diligence
including validating the client request and unfreezing / unblocking the online access of the trading
account.

Clarification for clients:

1. Freezing/blocking is only for the online access to the client’s trading account, and there shall be no
restrictions on the Risk Management activities of company.

2. The request for freezing/ blocking does not constitute request for marking client Unique Client
Code (UCC) as inactive in the records of respective Exchanges.

Record Management:

1. Company shall maintain a verifiable record of communication of this policy to all existing clients and
obtain a confirmation of providing a copy of this policy from all new on boarded clients with effect
from July 1, 2024.

2. Company shall maintain a verifiable record of all such requests received for freezing/ blocking of
online access to trading account received from clients as per record management guidelines
prescribed by the exchanges/regulator.

Reporting of freezing / blocking of the online access of the clients trading account:

The data relating to freezing / blocking of the online access of the clients trading account shall be reported
as per compliance requirement prescribed by SEBI / Exchanges, if any.
